A free bufiet was also provided by CM and many people
stayed till well after € 00pm., just chatting. Charlie Wolf read a short lesson which we thought was rather
fitting. It was agreed by Buster's close colleagues that the event should be made an annual one, as Buster
himself often suggested there should be something to bring people together each year, so it was agreed
to meet up on the occasion of Buster's birthday.

On the subject of IRC's, it appears that most
countries are now falling in line, and charging
almost double what one can get back, for them.
Whilst some organisations ask for IRC's, we think
i1t Is a bit of a rip off, and ask that instead, you
send us a small currency note, or even stamps
of your country, but not foreign coins. If you do
send coins(within the U.K.), please tape them
to a card, as once again this week, we have had
ripped envelopes with £1 coins removed from

them.

Finally, we must apologise for delays.
occurring In the despatch of goods. This is due
to us taking a few days off, but will be over and
done with 1n a matter of days, when things will
once again be back to normal.

On to radio station news now, and, as
usual starting with Ireland. Next week, we shall
be running a larger feature than normal on the
Irish scene.

IRELAND. Two main reports this week, one from

Dublin and one from Cork, starting with the former,
CAPITOL RADIO appear to have returned on
96.0mhz., In stereo. The station can also be heard,
on medium wave, on 1035khz. Activity on 1116khz.,
of late has been noted as KISS FM or AVELON,
sometimes both, at the same time! Around about
Christmas, a station heard on 104.5mhz., eventually
identified itself as RADIO RAINBOW. About the
same time, RADIO GALAXY was also noted,
on 1530khz., but conspicuous by its absence this

year, was Radio Snowflake. One bright spot over
the holiday period, was the return of Eamon Cooke
of RADIO DUBLIN, with station news. He also

made a toy appeal during the broadcast. It is not

yet known whether these broadcasts are back
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on a regular basis. On RADIO NOVA, Tony Allan
has been heard rather a lot of late, on news, in

place of Sybil Fennell. News from that station
just 1n, 1ndicates that dJessie Brandon has now
left the station, as from 1st January. No other
major changes of note over this period.

Now, on to Paul Graham's Cork report:
I arrived In Cork on Sunday 18th December 1985
and made my way over to Bandon, some 18 miles
away, where I was to take up an on-air position
with the local station, WKLR. I was to present
the 10.00pm till 2.00am late showm which I was
looking forward to doing. Whilst in Cork City,
I was able to hear WBEN on 98mhz FM, Radio
ERI on both AM and FM, and of course, South
Coast Radio, although the station now, bore no
resemblence to the station of the same name
a couple of years ago. In fact, the present station
sounded very amateurish and more like CCLR,
which was never Cork's best station. WBEN I was
suitaply 1mpressed with, although upon wvisiting
the studio, just off Patrick Street in Cork, within
earshot of ERI's offices, 1 was not able to gain
admission, as security was pretty tight. South
Coast Radio are located at the top, or bottom,
whichever you prefer, of North Main Street in
a very decayed and run-down building with virtually
no lights on the stairs or entry to the small two
roomed studios. There was no office or reception
area, and i1t became plainly obvious that the station
was being run on a shoe-string budget. Nevertheless,
enthusiasm was high, especially as I had brought
a medium wave transmitter with me, which South
Coast intended to buy in order to put on their
long-awaited medium wave service. I surveyed
the rear of the premises, and to my delight, found
a long-wire medium wave antenna already in place,
as they had already purchased a medium wave
transmitter from Dublin with something like ten
807 valves 1n the P.A. I had my doubts as to whether
this rig would ever work.

I left Cork City to go over to Bandon to
start work on WKLR. I remained there only two
weeks, returning to England on Christmas Eve,
fed up with Irish pirate tradio. The details as
tc winy I left are too lengthy to go into here, but
I very much doubt if I shall ever return to work
over there again. Finally, I did notice whilst in

Cork City, that Radio Caroline Cork were missing

from 1557khz., although some station was heard
testing on 101.5mhz. FM from time to time, with
a great signal in the city itself. Coming soon,
in "WR", I shall take a look at WBEN, and ERI(my
old employers). I feel that WBEN have the potential
to take away a great number of ERI's listeners,
but the question is, do they have the money?

Our thanks to Paul for that brief run-down
of radio in that area, we look forward to his next
article.

Several reports came
in indicating that the signal was being quite well
received in most U.K. areas, particularly after
dark, and without any external antennae. The
station has since switched coff the transmitter,
but only because of storm force winds and heavy
rain at the transmitter site West of Dublin city.
Transmissions will resume shortly and reception
reports are needed.

Someone asked during the week who the _English

voice was at the weekend. His name is Richard
Jackson and he has done work on Radio Jackie
and the Voice of Peace. Nova's FM  signal on
103.1mhz., seemed to lack the usual sparkle one
comes to expect from the station, but apart from
that, everything else seemed to be fine.

Meanwhile, down in the city of Dublin,
Q 102 were all excited about the new project
"Eye In The Sky" which commenced last
Monday(6th). Full coverage on this, can be found
in this week's cuttings. Basically, the station 1is
doing what Capitol Radio do in London, and that
is fly over the city at peak times, 1n a helicopter
reporting on the traffic below, In the city. The
service -commenced Monday, and, apart from
a few teething troubles with the links being difficult
to make out, everything seems to be going fine,
although one or two seem to be critical of the
service. Anything which can assist the poor Dublin
motorist can only be good, and we wish them
cvery success with the project. After a week
on the air, the format seems to be five short reports
between 08.30 and 09.00 from station boss, Mike
Hogan. The whole project is sponsored by Fiat
cars. Celtic Helicopters are providing the transport!
Back in the studios, the usual excitement of a
successful station is noted. A change of line-up
occurred last Monday, but due to lack of space,
we shall hold this over till next week. Lots of
adverts and promos, and good jingles can be heard,
and their FM transmissions on 103.5 towards the
West, and 102.1,hz., towards the East are the
best on the FM band at present, although having
said this, their AM transmissions on 819khz., are
a bit on the low power side, although, cover Dublin
adequately, whereas Nova's 738khz., gets much
further afield. New stickers incorporating the
"Eye in the sky" project are now being advertised
and we are attempting to obtain supplies shortly.
Their news service '"first in Dublin with the news"
occurs(as Radio Monique's does) three minutes
to the hour, rather than conventionally after the
hour. The proposed move to larger premises at
8 Upper Mount Street has not yet taken place,
but we are assured, will, in about a month's time.
Competitions and giveaways are the . order. of
the day, and huge poster boards around the city
advertise the fact. More are promised we
understand, in view of their popularity.

On the North side of the city, Sunshine
Radio seem to be advertising heavily in the local
press,telling people to tune and hear about all
the great sales bargains on offer In the various
shops and stores. Some time ago, we mentioned
their new presenter, Ernie Gallagher, and that
we thought he was no newcomer to the business.
We now understand that Ernie was in fact, John
Ford of the late Southside Radio. We think Sunshine
are the only station running 24 hour news bulletins,
but we may be wrong on this.

Apart from the Big Three above, the FM
and AM band is quite full of smaller Dublin stations,
for example, KISS FM from the city centre, on
'104.1 and 94.8mhz., FM., and 1116khz., AM.,
Capitol Radio on 93.95mhz., 95.7mhz FM, and
1035khz AM., Treble T.R. on 99.5mhz. FM., and
945khz., AM., Community Radio Avelon on 98.6mhz

FM., Radio Dublin on 98.2, 105.3mhz.,FM., and
1188khz AM., I.C.B.S. on 981khz., AM., Radio
Na nGael on 1350khz., AM. North Dublin

Community Radio on 99.95mhz FM., Community
Radio Fingal on 1575khz., B.L.B. Community
Radio on 97.8mhz FM., and 657khz AM., who
are all regular broadcasters, plus many smaller
stations who appear fairly regularly, like, Amanda,
Rainbow, WQXI, Southside, B.F.B.S., Charisma,
B.A.R.N., and others. The station in Blanchardstown
called Echo Community Radio, seems to have
closed down. They were on 107lkhz. So too, does
Radio Dublin's second transmitter on 1152khz.,
although 1188khz continues as normal.

Going further afield now. In Naas, Co.
Kildare, Kildare Community Radio were heard
loud and clear on 1413khz., without that awful
heterodyne wusually associated with this station.
One report in suggests that another station around
that area may well be on the air, in the evening,
called Cenire Radio, on about 100.0mhz FM, from
Robertstown. We await confirmation on this one

though. In Portlaoise, Laois Community Radio
were very strong on both 1242khz AM., and
102.1mhz FM. Recently broadcasting from

Mountrath, the next town, it is possible that the
station may well have changed location, as
'‘Centrepoint’ keeps cropping up. This could be
a shopping centre in Portlaoise. Again, we await
further info. Radio Carlow was conspicuous by
1ts absence as we passed through this town. In
Wicklow, WLCB continued on its successful course,
despite torrential rain flooding its basement studios
last Tuesday. 1602khz AM and 101.9mhz FM.
Travelling South, Arklow as always, came up with
Arklow Community Radio on 1251khz.,AM and
99.2mhz FM, although with such low power that
once through the town, neither frequency could
be received. Still further South, and into Kilkenny,
with Kilkenny Community Radio on 1386khz AM.,
and 100.0mhz FM, with slightly less power than
they once used to use. Passing Wexiord, Community
Radio Wexford could be heard on 1008khz. AM
and 101.1mhz FM, whilst Wexford's other station,
Horizon Radio, were not on the air, although their
carrier was noted on 98.7mhz FM in stereo. Into
Waterford, and the city's leading station, ABC
Radio, was heard loud and clear on 100.8mhz
FM stereo, and on 1026khz AM. Their Tramore
relay on 103.Ilmhz FM was off the air due to storm
damage the previous week and their engineers
were busy fixing it. The station's studios in Arundel
Square were now established and well lived in(the
builders were in on our last visit). The station
sounded well and plenty of adverts and promos
were noted. The other two stations in the town,
Waterford Local Radio could be heard on 88.9
and 100.0mhz FM and 1197khz., AM., the latter
being stronger than on previous visits. Crystal
City Sound, the station in place of Suirside Radio #
could be heard on 97.9mhz FM, and 1332khz.,
AM., although we did not think that their
listenership was terribly large.

Going the opposite way now, North from
Dublin city, and Into Drogheda, where Heady

Eddie was well into his "Afternoon Delight",
programme, at the same time, painting the studio

:
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and repairing tape machines! Plenty of success
here too, with lots of adverts again, it appears.
This station had builders in on our last visit and
the results could be observed with new studios
and news booths evident. The builders were still
there, but building a reception area this time.
Other members of the professional team were
seen including Kieran Murray, Dermot Finglas
and Heady's protége, Jim Agnew. 1305khz., AM.,
99.1 and 98.lmhz FM the frequencies, and of course,
Boyneside Radio, the name. The station has two
subsidiary outlets, Boyneside North on
1233khz.,AM., and Boyneside Kells on 1323khz.,
AM., and 100.3mhz FM. Both have their own
identities, but carry certain programmes and
news reports from Drogheda at times. Kells was
visited and sat proudly at the top of the hill at
the end of the town, housed in Monaghan's Sports
Centre. The aerial could be seen for miles, with
the Bovneside flag fluttering in the breeze. Heard

in this area, but not visited, were Hometown Radio
in Castleblayney, on 981khz., AM.,(and 98.6mhz.,
FM.), Big 'M' Community Radio in the same town,
on 1404khz., AM., with a very strong signal, (
and also on 104.0mhz FM.), Erneside Radio on
1251khz., AM., with a big signal from Belturbet,
on the border. The latter three stations carry
masses of advertising for Northern Ireland, as
do most stations 1n this area. Further afield, In
County Mayo, a station reported recently from
Claremorris on 1332khz., 1s apparently emanating
from Ballyhannis and is called Mid West Radio.
It also has an outlet on 98.45mhz FM. No further
news on this station is known, but we hope some
will be forthcoming 1In due course. Brefini
Community Radio were heard very well in the
midlands area, on 1161khz. Apparently the station
has gone 24 hours a day, and intends to move
back to 1170khz., once the conditions 1mprove.
In Longford, Central Radio are having problems
with ESB(electricity supply), and are currently
off the air, although hope to be back once the
problems are sorted out, on 1035khz. It 1s not
known whether Longford Community Radio are
off or on at present, on 1071khz. They too, seem
to have had some problems. Once again, further
afield, and up in County Donegal, North West
Community Radio from Buncrana, on 1296khz.,
AM., have once again, moved channel, this time
to lllekhz. AM. Reception in Scotland 1s reported
quite good, but here, KISS in Dublin block out
any signal. Interference from BBC World Service
1s the reason given. Back in the Midlands, Radio
West still give out a powerful signal on 765khz.,AM.,
and now on 94.0mhz FM., too. The station are
once again asking for diSc-jockeys and sales persons.
The turnover of disc-jockeys seems quite high
here. No reports from Galway, we were once
again unable to get to see WLS Music Radio.
Likewise, we were unable to \visit either
Limerick(we are desperate for reports from this
city) or Cork, although we have two reports from

the latter, from Ian Biggar and Siobhan Cronin.
Due to Ian's report being very comprehensive,

we have decided to hold this item over until next
week, therefore, finally we have just one report
from the Cork area.

Leeside Sound, on 101mhz FM only, is a new station,
set up 1In new premises at 4 North Mall, Cork.
Tel: 397797. Test transmissions began on 22nd
December last and the station are currently
broadcasting from 08.00 till 01.00 weekdays, 08.00
till 03.00 at weekends. The equipment is fairly
basic and the line-up reads:- 08.00, Eric Young....

10.00, Housewives Choice....13.00, Bob
Stevens....15.30, Alan Jones....18.00, Tea-time
Express with Tony Reid....20.00, Derek

On to radio news now, and 1t 1s nice to
be able to report better daylight medium wave
radio conditions again, and we are only a month
after the shortest day. Also, American dx-ing
still seems to be good with several excellent
openings on a number of nights in the last week.
IRELAND....All eyes(and radios) have been on
254khz throughout the week, to see if RADIO
NOVA once again tested on longwave. Eager
listeners were not disappointed, especially Friday
night/Saturday morning, as Nova appeared there
with tests once again. Not many written reports
have yet reached us, but this is not really surprising,
as the station did not really appear for any length
of time till the end of the week. General feeling
1s that the signal travels well into the U.K., despite
being only on 6 - 7 kw. Several telephoned reports
indicated that the signal was audible but rather
weak. However, after this fact was reported,
modulation was turned up considerably, which
improved reception somewhat, although, ideally,
extra output power is what is called for, although
we understand that this may not be possible at
this point in time due to the complex aerial system
used for these low frequency transmissions, not
being able to handle much higher power. According
to newspaper reports, RTE intend to come on
254khz soon, so Nova may well have to shift if
they do. One logger suggested that they could



try 263khz., as the foreign stations on this channel
are well away from Western Europe. 254khz.,
meanwhile, has a North African station on 1t,
which, even in daylight, can be heard in the U.K.
After dark, this station tends to swamp Nova
with its massive output.

Apart from this, little news of note from
Nova this week, a settled line up once again with
Colm Heyes, Tony McKenzie, George Talbot,
John O'Hara, Richard Jackson, Paul Kavanagh
all being heard, along with Bob Gallico and Sybil
Fennell on news.

Down 1n the city, Q 102 have got themselves
a spread in this weekend's Sunday World, about
the "Eye In The Sky". We shall no doubt get copies
of same for next week's cuttings. In the meantime,
we have obtained a picture of Q's Mike Hogan
plotting his morning's course with a colleague,
along-side their craft. Space permitting, 1t will
be re-produced on the back page.

1 did notice
a new station, announcing 101.5mhz.FM., using
the name, LEESIDE SOUND, on 31st Dec. No adverts
were heard, but a Cork telephone was given out
for requests etc. WBEN are putting out a nice
stereo signal on 98.2mhz FM., with a 24 hour
service. The station 1s situated 1n Marlborough
Street, above Rockies Fast Food Restaurant,
the owner of which i1s reputed to be a backer.
Peter O'Neill(ex CBC, City, SCR and ERI) is said
to be behind the station, and indeed, his voice
can be heard on commercials. The station's music
policy seems to be one of continuous adult music,
interspersed with WBEN jingles, but with no news
broadcasts. No announcers were heard all the
time I was listening. The station can become a
little boring with this format, and it appears that
ERI will not be affected {financially, although
1t 1s still expected to attract a {fairly large
audience.in Bandon, Co. Cork, WKLR 1is operating
07.00 till 02.00 daily on 1503khz., using an RCA
famous "ET" rig, and on 100.0mhz FM. in mono.
A relay 1s also in operation to the West Cork town
of Skibbereen on 98.0mhz FM. The station covers
a large, but not terribly well populated area,
nevertheless, 1t seems to be doing quite well as
regards advertising. NORTH CORK COMMUNITY
RADIO are also heard daily on 1386khz.,AM. mixing
with KILKENNY COMMUNITY RADIO on the
same channel.

RADIO STATION NEWS....IRELAND. RADIO

NOVA i1s back In the news again! The long wave

tests continue(we still need reception reports,
see earlier). Following a short break early week
when further work was carried out on the aerial
system, the 254khz transmitter duly came alive
early on Wednesday morning with a noticeable
Increase in power. In Blackpool, the signal was
very good and quite strong during daylight, not
quite as good after dark, as the Algerian station
Jostled for prominence. People in the extreme
South or extreme North will be able to receive
the station in very good quality after the Algerian
station closes down at+00.05.The one very noticeable
thing was the fact that, one did not need an aerial
to listen, unlike the medium wave transmissions(an
aerial did help, but not many people have long
wave aerials anyway). The transmitter has remained
on for the best part of the period since Wednesday,

apart from very short breaks for adjustments.
The second news item from Nova came




last night(Saturday). Following the changeover
at 19.00, none other than Dave Johnson(welcome
back) was heard. Dave was involved with the
National Union of Journalists strike which has
been going on: for for a long time. Apparently,
some discussions took place during the week,
between the strikers and Nova, and the result
was Dave Johnson, Chris Barry, George Long
all re-joining the old team. The above three were
joined by ex-Q 102 and Sunshine Radio's Gary
Hammill, making a total of four returning. A
full news service was immediately implemented
and the station sounded that much better at once.
Competitions were announced by a rather
nervous(not surprising) Dave Johnson.

Q 102. The station continues to hog the newspaper
columns with yet further stories about "Eye In
The Sky"(see "CC"). They have lost one news-reader
this week(Gary Hammill) but gained a new
presenter(Noel Collins). New stickers are being
advertised and space permitting, we shall re-produce
one on the back page of this issue. .

SUNSHINE RADIO who we mentioned recenﬂy
as being the only station running 24 hours per
day news service 1S now running a promo for this
service.

KISS FM. This station has a new cliche, heard
rather a lot of late...."the switch 1s on'". The station
can be heard on medium wave over on this side,
on 1116khz., but with some difficulty due to Radio
Derby and NORTH WEST COMMUNITY RADIO.
Correspondence from the latter station received
during the week tells us that they operate from
28 Lower Main Street, Buncrana, Co. Donegal...Tel.
(077) 61454. Transmission times are 07.00 till
02.00 daily with a reputed power of 3kw. In addition,
an FM service operates on 98.l1khz. Station manager
1S Russ Padmore, formerly with ABC in Waterford
and Radio West in Mullingar. Some of the other
staff members previously worked with Radio
Donegal some time back. NWCR covers both sides
of the border and reception reports have been
received from Germany and Scandinavia. Plans
are 1In hand for stereo FM, and extra relays, in
addition to a local news service.

LAOIS COMMUNITY RADIO, reported on 1n a
recent Iissue, does in fact still broadcast from
Mountrath and has no plans for changing, but
does have branch studios in Portlaoise which link
back to Mountrath. The reference made to
"Centrepoint", a shopping arcade in Portlaoise,
was that the station broadcast for three hours
per day as a sponsored promotion for two weeks
in the run up to Christmas. A kiosk was set up
in the centre of the building and the broadcasts
were made from there. A 'Dave' formerly with
Radio Jackie has been working on the station
for a spell. He has now left.(Dave Small??). Station
manager and chairman, William Fitzpatrick would
like to thank all the people who took time out
recently to send in reception reports as requested
in recent "WR™s, following a move to 1242khz.
Willilam goes on to say that the station is now
looking for a new logo, so if anyone is a bit artistic
see what you can come up with. The address to

Briefly, going back to Dublin for a moment,
last Sunday's Sunday World carried a full page
advertisement paid for-by Bray Local Broadcasting
and Tallaght Community Radio in support of
community radio. Nothing else unusual was reported
from Dublin. Radio Galaxy was logged last Sunday
over lunchtime, on 1530khz., in Dublin. Radio
Dublin are reported to be using reduced power
on 1188khz. Meanwhile 1152khz -remains off the
air, as does 9610khz. Community Radio Fingal,
on 1575khz., from the North of the county has
been missing for a couple of days, which enabled
us today to receive an unidentified signal on the
off-channel frequency of 1570khz., playing
traditional ‘Irish music. The audio was rather low
and the signal was weak and no announcements
or ID's were noted. The direction of our aerial
suggests Northern Ireland, which means that we
should include this in the Land-based section.
However, as we are not sure, we shall continue
here. Newspaper reports, and reports from our
colleagues in Belfast mention Radio Feirste on
medium wave since the beginning of the vyear
with programmes in the Irish language. Could
these two be linked? Also from Derry(not sure
which side of the border or the frequency) is
reported City Sound Radio on FM).

Finally 1n Ireland, a colleague rang RTE
during the week to enquire about long wave
transmissions and was told that RTE did in fact,
iIntend to put on a long wave service, on 254khz.,
but not for a couple of years. 500kw. was the
power mentioned.

THE VOICE OF PEACE. No reports from this

area this week, although we did receive one
telephone call on Thursday telling us that the
ship was In Ashdod harbour due to a generator
break-down. As a result the station was not on
the air, but no further details are yet known.

LASER. Not much to report yet again, apart from

several South Eastern newspapers covering the
story of the fire, which in the end turned out
to be a faulty boiler. Little damage was apparently
caused. Full newspaper reports can be seen in
this week's cuttings(see earlier). No buyers for
the station have come forward it appears, and
the whole saga seems at stalemate.

CAROLINE. The station closed down early on

three nights last week, Sunday, Monday and Tuesday,
at 21.00 for the usual reasons. At closedown,
a new version of "Caroline" by the Fortunes was
played. We received a new version from Sinfonia
Records of Blackpool some weeks ago and wonder
could this be the same version(we did not hear
the version played on the station). When we find
more details on this, we shall pass the info on,
as we may well have access to quite a number
of copies of this imported Dutch L.P.

Despite poor weather, a tender did make
i1t out there, and new records were noted being
played. Early close-down ceased following the

tender's arrival. -

On the Radio Mromque front, change of
staff noted there, from the Wednesday, Ad Roberts,
Maarten de Jong and Ferry Eden were live on



board. No doubt in place of Jan Weldkamp, Walter
Simmons and Wim de Groot. Saturday's(18th) Top
Fifty was missing for some reason and taped
programmes from Ron West seem to have been
missing also for the past couple of weeks. It is
wondered from a new promo heard, if there is
going. to be a new {Iree radio show starting
Sunday(today). _

Finally, Mike Barrington's voice was heard

last Tuesday evening closing down the 963 service
at 21.00. He played Vera Lynn's Good-bye then
the new version of Caroline.

OVER 240 groups eager to oper-
ate the first 21 experimental
Community Radio stations are
about to suffer the sinking heart
that comes with the rejection
slip.

After a burst of intense activ-
ity, the Home Office advisory
panel on community radio which
was set up only last September
and did not begin sifting the 264
applications until mid-November
has now reduced them to a man-
ageable short Jist.

They expect to pass their final
recommendations to Mr Hurd,
the Home Secretary, after a
further three meetings over the
next fortnight and the lucky 21
should know their good fortune
by the end of the month.

Two months later the first of
the new licensees may well be on
the air to give the public in a few
selected corners of the kingdom
from London to ‘Dumfries the
chance to determine whether
that rather vague concept known
as community radio 1s an
additional service they either
want or need.

In selecting so few from so
many applicants,” the advisory
panel under the chairmanship of
oStephen O'Brien, who runs the
Business 1n the Community
organisation, are on a hiding to
nothing.
