RADIO STATION NEWS....IRELAND. For about the first time
this year, FM conditions suddenly improved dramatically on
Thursday night, and this 'lift" lasted until about tea-time on
Friday. As a result, a number of the Irish pirates were logged
here In Blackpool. Sunshine Radio on 100.5 and 101.5, Q 102
on 103.5 and 102.1, and Energy on 103.0mhz.(despite Piccadilly
on 103mhz also). All the above were received in stereo. In
addition, the following were received in mono.....Radio Dublin
on 105.0{(with poor audio), KISS FM on 104.1, Boyneside Radio
on 100.1(splattering along the band rather a lot, even at this
great distance), North Dublin Community Radio on 99.95,
Treble T.R. on 99.5mhz. Quite a pleasant change to listen
to Irish FM, it has been so long since the last 'lift'. On to general
station news now, again, in no particular order at all, apart
from one town/city at a time.

MID-WEST RADIO. Occasionally received here on 1332khz.,
this Ballyhaunis station was heard announcing 97.45mhz., locally,
in the week. This is slightly down from the previous frequency
of 98.4mhz.

CITY SOUND RADIO. We are never sure if this station is in
the right categoryv or not. It should be classed as land-based,
but the transmitter is definitely in the South, whilst the station
operates from Derry, Northern Ireland. So, today, we have
classed it right here. They had been missing for a month or
more, until early last week, when RTE appeared on 98.2mhz.,
the former CSR channel, obviously relayed. On Wednesday
night last, announcements were made to the effect that test
transmissions were in progress. The -following morning, normal
programmes resumed and an announcement was heard locally,

stating that a medium wave service would commence in about
10 days time, on 1565khz(!).

WLS MUSIC RADIO, Galway. No news at all from this quarter.
Is there still some life in Galway?

WBEN, Cork continue to make the news. Tests were carried
out on medium wave, last Thursday night/Friday morning,
on 1566khz. However, due to interference from Radio Carolinc
Cork, a change of channel was made, to 1485khz., and as far
as we know, this is still in operation. Current FM frequency
Is 98.2mhz., and the station address is WBEN, 4 Cook Street,
Cork City.

Longford Community Radio. As

reported previously, this station




is back on the air, on 1071khz. Adverts from far and wide
are heard on this one, despite it's only moderate output power.
Advertisers in the following counties have now been
noted....Longford, Cavan, Leitrim, Roscommon, Sligo and
Fermanagh. This station is Longford's only one at present,
although the former Central Radio transmitter, relays Breffni
Community Radio on 1035khz. However, plans are well advanced,
we understand, with regard to the setting up of Independent
Radio Longford. Proposed frequency 1s ‘Stereo 99..

Athlone Local Radio ceased transmissions last Monday night,
26th DMay, at 20.30, without any word or warning over the
airwaves. The transmitter was immediately turned off. Pre-
recorded programmes of non-stop music, with occastonal ID
voice-overs by station owner, Basil Hendricks, had been aired
since 15.00 that same day.

Breffni Community Radio. Along with a number of other
stations, Breffni are running the "Napper Tandy Competition".
Napper Tandy are a popular Irish folk group and has sent these
stations a tape of four songs to play. Listeners are asked to
write in with their favourite and eventually, the winning song
will be issued as their latest single. Apparently, the station
IS receiving a great amount of mail for this. Presenters are
still being sought for the reopening of Central Radio and the
opening of an opt-out service in Navan.(From Fordstown and
not Bohermeen as previously reported). Some disruptions to
the 1170khz. service were noted in the storms of last weekend,
but repairs to the transmitting mast have been carried out
and the signal is once again back to normal. Quite a lot of
adverts are noted on this station and it 1s understood that
enquiries about advertising on the new Navan service are being
received already. The current, if fairly extensive, line-up of
this station is at hand. Hopefully, space permitting, we will
re-print same on back page of this report. Failing space not
being available, copies can be supplied free of charge on
application,to be included with the next report.

Radio West. Their current holiday 'giveaway' continues with
the usual three tunes to be played one after the other, 'Dack
to back'. The 25th caller will win £1,000 worth of holidays.
"Pub Cabaret", advertising entertainment in pubs and lounges
IS now broadcast on Thursdays, Fridays and Saturdays at 11.30,
17.30 and 19.30. The station's free radio show can be heard
each Sunday from 11.00 till 12.00 BST. The programme 1s quite
unique in that it is un-scripted and everything is done ad lib.
LListeners and other stations are invited to join in by telephoning
or writing in to Radio West at Patrick Street, Mullingar,
Tel:(044) 41694. Link-ups with other stations often feature
and next week, all being well, a link with WKLR In Bandon,
Co. Cork should be made.

Mid-Way Radio. Still in Mullingar, this new outfit appears
to have a bit more power than it started with. Some commercials
have been noted, along with a promo inviting businesses to
try advertising with the station. Presenters on the air include
Colm Mac and Dave Murphy(both, ex-West), Terry DMartin
and also Gerry Connell(ex-Erneside and West). Also heard
recently was Jason Ross, ex Athlone Local Radio presenter.
The station is advertising itself as a station with a country
and Irish format, but some pop and MOR is certainly creeping
in at times. Frequency is 1494khz.AM and 104.7mhz.FM. KISS-

Energy 103. Not a lot to report here this week, except that

fans of Motown records would have been pleased to hear them
announce "Energy, your Motown station" and hear at least
two Motown classics each hour, all week. This feature may
well have appeared to co-incide with the Tamla Motown
anniversary about this time. Next Monday(their Bank holiday)

every other record will feature a golden oldie...always a popular
feature.

On Tuesday last at around 10.00, during severe storm
conditions on both sides of the Irish Sea, problems occurred,

possibly with the link transmitter, causing the medium wave
signal to disappear, although the transmitter was still on the
air. On closer listening, a mixture of Q 102 and the National
Irish speaking service, Radio Na Gael Tachta, was heard coming
through on 738khz. This lasted for a short time, until the link
was restored and Energy was once again heard.

Sunshine Radio. Reports from Southampton of good reception
of this station on 53lkhz. are at hand. Talking about reception,
we suddenly find, on tuning to FM yesterday, Sunshine appearing
on three channels, 100.5, 101.0 and 100.5mhz. The middle
one being the new arrival. We have no further details about
this as yet, but can confirm that it has been received over
a very wide area, suggesting quite a high powered transmitter.
WLCB in Wicklow, seem to be off the air with their 1602khz
transmitter. No further details are at hand, but the station
has benn noted missing for a few days now.

Community Radio Sandymount, the festival station
area in Dublin has now closed down.

Borderline Radio and Monaghan Festival Radio, both festival
stations in Co. Monaghan are still on the air, on 1395khz. and
1404khz. respec., despite Radio West doubting the former's
existence. Strange to note that three of the four radio stations
in Co. Monaghan are on adjacent channels, the above two,
then Big 'M' on 1413khz. We wonder if they cause any
interference to each other.

Tipperary Community Radio recently celebrated five years
on the air. Some type of hand-out has been produced, we
understand. We are making enquiries about same.

Centre Radio in Clonmel are reported back on the air, on
1251khz., although not receivable here in Blackppol, due to
other activity on the same channel. FAM 101mhz., also. |
Slaneyside llospital Radio has been reported by a correspondent
of Radio West's, on approx. 102.3mhz. We have no details at
present, but hope that colleagues at Riverside Radio(Short-
wave) may be able to throw some light on this one.

Absolutely no news, apart
‘rom word from a colleague who tells us that the station 1s
alright and thriving, apart from having the usual problem with
telephones. The colleague goes on to mention a second station
operating from this city, although does not know the name,
but thinks it may be located in the premises formerly occupied
bv Atlantic Sound. We eagerly await further reports and look
- to Radio West's free radio show to try and arouse life there.
CAVAN COMMUNITY RADIO. The station normally operates
from 07.00 till close-down at 00.00. However, last Sunday
morning, following normal close-down at mid-night, non-stop
~country music, interspersed with jingles, was noted, and again
on Monday morning, the same. Perhaps CCR are trying to
determine whether there is sufficient audience at this time
of night, for music programmes. Also, during a spell of listening
to this station during the week, AM and FM were announced,
although only AM has been in operation for a long time there.
tlave they introduced FM again? Only known freq...819khz.
ERNESIDE COMMUNITY RADIO. This station, broadcasting
from Belturbet, on the border, in Cavan, on 1251khz. AN,
has been monitored recently and they appear to be in the habit
of leaving the carrier on overnight. They broadcast daily from
08.00 till 00.00. A full programme schedule will be printed
shortly.

BREFFNI COMMUNITY RADIO. A significant Increase In
commerciais noted here, including adverts for Mosney loliday
Centre in Co. Meath(also heard on Boyneside and Q 102). In
conjunction with the holiday centre, BCR are running a
competition, with day trips there, as prizes. The station's
95.6mhz.FM and 1035khz relay were off last Bank Holiday
\londay, due to the FM tuner which picks up the link, drifting.
Fhis was rectified later in the day. 1170khz. 1s the main channel.
BOYNESIDE RADIO. The Kells relay has been noted as being
off for spells rather a lot lately, both 1323khz. and 98.1mhz.,
otherwise, everything seems to be running normally, with the
Bovneside Bingo now in progress, and prizes of £900 per week,
seing given away. The main Drogheda FM, on 100.Imhz. can
e received on most days in Blackpool, in addition of course,
to Adl, on 1305, 1323 and 1233khz. Apparently, the Northern
'reiland relay on 1233khz., is being received in Belfast, we
ire told, on 101.2mhz., although struggling a bit in the actual
city centire, as happens in most city centres.

INDEPENDENT RADIO LONGFORD seems to have made it
on the air, as a station on 99.0mhz., was heard in the town
last Monday afternoon.

RADIO MIDWAY. This is the newer of the two stations iIn
Mlullingar(see advert for same, along with all details on back
page). They operate from a Portakabin in O'Brien's Garage.
The Portakabin is divided into four rooms...studio, library,
production and reception. All D.J.'s are ex-Radio West and
the current weekday line-up reads....08.00 Gerry Connell.
11.30 Dave Murphy. 14.00 Mike Young. 17.00 Terry Martin.

American Country with Steve Jones....... News...Ann Dwyer.
RADIO WEST. Mention has been made of a further FM relay
in Kildare. Possibly this is the transmitter which Captain West
has been offering for sale during the free radio programme.
[t Is possibly also the same transmitter which was on 102.3mhz.,
just over two years ago, which was receivable in Blackpool
on many occasions. This is before the days of 'Stereo 99'.

The station had hoped to do a live link-up with WKLR in Bandon
today, on the free rddio programme, however, this did not
take place as communications between the two did not seem
to be very good. However, we have had word from that station
this week, so we will give them a mention. Captain West is
trving to get lleady Eddie to do a link-up with them one Sunday.
WKLR(West Cork Local Radio), currently broadcasting on
FM only, 100 and 98mhz., are apparently doing quite well at
the moment, judging by the number of adverts heard. There
are a few staff changes, notably on the Breakfast Show, Gary
Gibson being replaced by DMartin Murphy, following a
disagreement with the management, and then being replaced

bv Roger Greg within a week. The current line-up
reads(weekdays).....

WRKY in Killarney seems to have been in the news of late,
according to reports(we have no newspapers yet). They
apparently raised many thousands of pounds with 'Sport Aid,
only to sce it disappear, along with one of the members of
the staff. No further news on this, as yet.

RADIO ERIL This outfit has made the papers this week(sec
cuttings) by doing a Roadshow deal with Murphys DBrewers,
although not actually advertising. This has upset both the NU.]
and RTE, resulting in RTE blacking all radio and TV coveragc
of events sponsored by leincken, owners of Murphys.

WBEN. Not much news apart f{rom reports saving that the
AM service on 1485khz., is soon to be moved elsewhere along
the band. Maybe 1188khz. could be the answer for them. RTL
used to use it, but moved to 1278khz., then another Cork pirate
used it, but it is possibly free now.

SUNSHINE RADIO(Cork). Apparently this station is still alive,
but only broadcasts on Sundays. Frequency is not known.
COMMUNITY RADIO YOUGHAL. A rarely mentioned station
in these reports, they used to be heard at night in the U.K.,
on 1512khz., but when they moved to 1485khz., this was no
longer possible, due to U.K. activity on the channel. At times
the station used to change frequency at night and this may

~still take place, as reports in suggest CRY were heard on

1503khz. FM frequency 1s usually 99.2mhz.

ABC RADIO in Waterford now have four I'DM relavs, to
Waterford(100.8), Tramore(103.1), Dungarvan(88.4?7) and New
Ross(99.4mhz.). The AM transmitter is still located on a hill
in Tramore, over-locking the bay and can be heard over a very
wide area, on 1026khz. Audio quality on this station is well
above average.

WATERFORD LOCAL RADIO. No news, but just to say that
this station can be received here in Blackpocl and also In
Preston(and doubtless elsewhere also), on 1197khz., during
daylight hours.

WLCB in Wicklow are still off AM, although can be heard In
the town on FM, 101.8mhz. The recason for the 1602 being
off is quite simple...on the night of Wednesday 28th May, the
transmitter house was broken into and the transmitter was
stolen. The site is on a hill and not alongside the radio station
as it used to be, hence it was un-manned. A sccond transmitter
Is currently being repaired in Dublin and they hope to return
to the air on AM very soon.

SUNSHINE RADIO. Back in Dublin now and following on the
report of last week about the station having threce FM channels
in operation, we can now confirm the situation. 100.5mhz.
Is from Portmarnock, as before, 101.0mhz. is the old 101.5mhz.
one which was situated higher up the hill, past the old Nova
site and a new one has been introduced on 101.5mhz. from

Three Rock beaming South to Bray and beyond. No major news
from the station, plenty of adverts heard, as expected, following
the Nova close. Martin King has been noted doing the occasional
weekend show and Paul Kavanagh, the overnight show.

ENERGY 103. The station was heard on 103.0mhz. here In
Blackpocl, in the week, during conditions of 'lift', despite a
local ILR occupying the same channel. The 738khz. signal
seems to be travelling far and wide, despite its only modest
power, A new line-up was prcmised for last Moncday and fans
of Tony Gareth(Gareth O'Callaghan) would be very pleased
to hear his return to the airwaves of Dublin, following his
sudden departure from BBC Radio Bedford. The current line-
up reads.....06.00 John O'Hara(with Gary Hammill). 10.00
Tony McKenzie. 15.00 Gareth O'Callaghan. 20.00 Richard
Jackson. 00.00 Rick Dees(syndicated). 01.00 Mike Duggan.
Newsreaders....Gary Hammill and Dave Johnson. Weekend
presenters include...Derek Jones, Gary Hammill, Barry Falvey,
Dave Johnson.

Q 102. No news as such, but, again, plenty of adverts heard
on the station. 819khz.AM, 102.1 and 103.5mhz.FM in stereo.
TREBLE T.R. RADIO is rumoured to be spending a lot of money
on new equipment and for the first time, the station was referred
to as a 'super-pirate' by one of the newspapers in the week.
This station has really stuck to its original format of
country/Irish music since 1t started, way back in early 1981

from the Nova Park(then known as Greenacres Country Club).
[Frequencies...99.5mhz.I'M 1n sterco and 945khz.A M.

RADIO DUBLIN. One report in suggested the station was back
on 1152khz., in addition to 1188khz., and 98.8 and 105.0mhz.
Further reports are awaited on this one.

Other Dublin Stations. A Radio Sovercign is reported to be
commencing soon, on 87.8 and 104.6mhz. Hospital Radio
on 97.2mhz., with live programmes, Radio Caroline Dublin
on 98.5mhz., County Sounds on 105.6mhz.(announcing ADM-
not heard), Charisma on 98.0mhz. and Radio Galaxy on 1512khz.,




were all logged locally, 1n the last few days. A Z-105, mentioned
last week is ‘capparently not 'formerly BFBS/Radio Caroline
Dublin', but does share the transmitter facilities In
Blarchardstown.

RADIO Na nGAEL Swords, just North of Dublin, appear to
have improved modulation, as the signal was about the clearest
ever heard, here in Blackpool, during the week. 1350khz.
BREAKAWAY RADIO BALBRIGGAN. Set up each year for
the 'Breakaway Festival'. The station has been logged this
weekend, broadcasting from Balbriggan, North of Dublin, on
1404khz., with a fairly good signal here, announcing 217metres.
Heady Eddie from Boyneside is the engineer.

NORTH WEST COMMUNITY RADIO in Buncrana, %, Donegal
has been received in Preston, Lancs., on 1116khz., after dark.
We have yet to have a go at receiving this one.

CITY SOUND RADIO(the border straddler) in Derry, has been
logged In Dungannon on 98.2mhz. 100 watts is the reported
power, soon to be increased to 500 watts and a medium wave
service adced, on 1565khz., with 1zkw. Current station address
1s 33 Shipquay Street, Derry, N.I. Tel: (0504) 260315.

THE VOICE OF PEACE. The station is still in need of a
transmitter engineer and an advert to that effect, can be found
in this month's Wireless World. On Tuesday, the station was
silenced by a major generator break-down at 06.00 and remained
off the air for some hours, until engineers could get out there
and fix it.

THE COMMUNICATOR. The ship is still at the saine anchorage
In the River Stour, off Erwarton Ness, as it was when it arrived

‘in November, from the North Sea. Work is progressing slowly

on board, mainly by volunteers, to get everything ship-shape
and back 1n good working order. The reason for the mid-river
anchorage is simple...cost. It is very cheap to anchor there.
According to an advert in the Maidstone Extra(see cuttings),
Laser will shortly be back and the Laser Roadshow was
apparently back last night, although other reports say that
'Laser is finished', so who knows, at this stage.

STEREO 576. No news from Spain, but again, Ipswich Evening
Star seems to have some info(see cuttings) and says the station
will become a reality soon.

CAROLINE. Very little action on board, but certainly plenty
around the vessel, as the DTI once more mount an assault
on visiting vessels, fishing vessels, in fact anyone in the North
Sea, 1t seems. Towards the end of last week, helicopters with
searchlights were reported over the Ross Revenge.(Thursday
nigkt).Last weekend, a number of people were actually stranded
on the Ross, when the Police vessel, 'Alert IlI' interscepted
approaching boats, and whilst there was not a lot they could

do outside the territorial limits, did warn the skippers that
once inside, they would be seached, questioned, passports
examined and anything else they could come up with, like
checking VI radios etc. One f{ishing boat was warned that
iIf he landed with more than the two crew on board, he would
be in trouble. As a result, one boat returned without the full
partv on board, and faced questioning, whereas the other
returned with no-one on board and was not questioned.
Meanwhile, back out at the ship, one or two were quite worried
and some messages were noted over the air, for families, others
were enjoving the extra time on board. Finally, after about
twelve hours, another vessel arrived from another port, and
took off the remaining party and landed them in another part
of the country, meaning a long trip back to their cars. In fact
some people did not arrive home until around about mid-day,
the next day.

Apart from that excitement, little has happened on
board. It appeared the station was again short of presenters,
or at least, ‘talking presenters. Several are known to be on
board, but are not doing normal programmes. Kevin Turner
actually came off last weekend and his voice on Caroline is
on tape, as is Charlie Wolf's, although Charlie was actually
visiting last weekend and did make a live appearance briefly.
Kevin is now in Vienna, fulfilling his contract with Blue Danube
Radio. John Lewis, as well as doing his own show, is often
heard with occasional links in the evening, although some of
these are on tape. John Dwyar and David Andrews are both
doing extra shows. lan Akers, along with 'Caroline' who first
appeared a few weeks ago, on an all night weekend show, are
spinning the 21.00 till 05.00 marathon show. Both spinners
have been heard with just the odd announcement from time
to time, but very few and far between. Andy Johnson has
been on news only and is not doing any shows. Mark Matthews
is doing 21.00 till 01.00 on 963khz. Nigel Roberts, we are not
sure about, he was on board after last weekend, but may well
have hitched a lift off, as he has not been heard all week,

as far as we know. Stevie Lane has been heard here, early
week, at 01.00 on 963khz., but non-stop music was noted later
In the week, at the same time. Caroline appeared in the early
hours of Thursday, along with lan and on one show, actually
did a full six hours, from 23.00 till John commenced at 05.00.
Kevin Turner's voice was noted on both Saturday and Sunday.
Current line-up on 558....05.00 John Lewis. 09.00 David
Andrews. 11.00 John Dwyar. 13.00 David Andrews. 17.00
John Dwyvar, 21.00 till 05.00 Non-stop with lan and Caroline.

LAND-BASED STATIONS. LIVERPOOL. In view of recent
harassment by DTI, Police and tower block security teams,
it seems that Radio Merseywaves is under such pressure that

they have announced that unless they can come to some
agreement with the security people, they may well have to
close down the whole operation, the first Sundav in July. As
it is, reduced hours are in force and the station can now only
be heard on Saturdays anc Sundays, on 1242khz. Concept Radio
were mentioned in Tim Jackson's report for last week, on
104.4mhz., and Julie FM, on 104.8mhz. Radio VYeronica on
104.7mhz. were noted last Sunday from 17.00 till 21.00+ with
what sounded like close-down messages. Commodore on
103.8mhz. closed down suddenly, announcing that they would
be back with a new frequency. KDA on 93mhz. was heard
relaying Concept Radio until 01.15(Monday), when a three
way link-up was achieved between KDA, Concept and South
Wirral Radio, the broadcasts going out on all three channels.
South Wirrai Radio were on 105.9mhz. A Radio Active keeps
being mentioned and could well have been the un-identified
station logged here some weeks ago, on 1611khz. F)M has also
been mentioned(104.7mhz.)

RADIO ERI. One of the country's largest independent stations,
ERI, closed down last Tuesday following a court Injunction
granted in favour of a number of residents, living in the vicinity
of the station's transmitting site. TVI, noise from generators
and lights on the tower were the main complaints. The station
closed announcing, ‘'closing for re-location’, but returned
on very reduced power next morning(Wednesday). This too,
disappeared after not very long. The station promises to return,

from new premises, but, with a competitor(the first since*

South Coast Radio) already cashing in on the station’s demise,
this could prove quite a mammoth task. The station has recently
experienced problems in the form of competition, together
with problems with RTE/NUJ and Murphy's brewery, then
the injunction came and finished them off, at least, for now.
This week's cuttings feature rather a lot of material on ERI.
Radio ERI started life very modestly from Glebe House iIn
a coastal village called Ballycotton. At the time, 1t was known
as East Side Radio Ireland, later becoming Cork Eastside
Radio, then Eastside Radio Ireland(ERI). Later it hit the big
time and became 'The Nova of the South'. An early postcard
has been re-produced at the head of the report.

WBEN. This station is coming along in leaps and bounds, In

- fact, the events of the past week could not have come at

a better time. The medium wave transmissions, originaily
on 1485khz., have now been moved to 1386khz. A
correspondent in Courtmacsharry, over 30 miles away, reports
good reception with a loop aerial, on medium wave. He says
the music is great, the station sounds fresh, but onlv a few
commercials have been noted,at least, as yet, although this
will doubtlessly change, in view of recent happenings.

ENERGY 103. A report in from Ronald of Chesterfield,
Derbyshire, tells us that the station is pleasantly audible
without an aerial in that area. lle thinks 1t 1s about 150 +
miles from Dublin, which is quite good, although we are at
the best time for ADM signals right now. (Thanks for the request,
we did hear it, by the way).

The station has been carrying out some transmitter
maintenance with regard to the 738khz. transmitter. 738
transmissions have been interupted from time to time, notably
around 20.00 hours on Wednesday and again Thursday. An
improved signal has been promised, but whether or not it
is improved is hard to determine here, as the signal 1s good
all the time, during daylight hours. The 'Seven-Up’ sponsored
show has been advertised on the station{featuring Paul Young,
this week), along with other odds and ends, but no major adverts
noted as yet. An advert for a general receptionist for the
station, has been noted. '

KISS FM. No news, but just to say that the 1116khz. AM has

been noticeably improved over the past week.

Q 102. Following the move to 7/8 Upper Mount Street, Dublin
2, the station has invested in new stationery, paper, envelopes
and 'with compliments' slips. We can quite honestly say that
this stationery is definitely the best we have ever scen. We
were were going to print a page of report on it, but due to
the elaborate colours, we feel that re-producing it this way
would not do full justice to it.

GENERAL CHAT. Our policy of posting all "WR"'s
iInto an empty Blackpool Head Post Office, on
Sunday evenings, seems to be having the desired
results, as subscribers note a 'Monday 12.30am’
postmark and delivery on that same day on
occasions locally and on the following day further
afield/second class/Ireland, as well. Qf course,
there are always exceptions, and some reports
are taking a week to arrive at their destination.

As for picking up a specific station,
say, Caroline, yes, it will be louder and clearer
by far, but do remember that the aerials will
also amplify interference and unwanted signals,
although both are able to be nulled out, as long
as they don't come in along the same line of
direction as the station you wish to listen to.

RADIO STATION NEWS.....IRELAND. Starting
from the centre and working out this week. RADIO
WEST in Mullingar on 765khz. and 701khz. from
Athlone, and 99mhz FM., had a rather interesting
Free Radio Show today, in fact, possibly the
best ever. Today's show had a live link-up with
Heady Eddie of Boyneside Radio and Radio
Rainbow, and very interesting it was too. Eddie
was apparently in a telephone box in Togher,
merrily feeding it 50p coins. These link-ups,
cither by phone or over the air, make interesting
listening and many topical radio items were

covered In today's show. BIG 'M' COMMUNITY
RADIO, currently on 1413khz. and 954khz.AM.
The latter frequency, we understand, has been
introduced to try and increase their coverage
in Northern Ireland. An advertising office has
been opened In Armagh. CAVAN COMMUNITY
RADIO on 819khz. has been noted with a very
distorted signal of late. However, plenty of
commercials have been heard, along with a new
jingle "Professional radio throughout the Midlands
and North-West, this 1s CCR on 819khz". Reports
in from Co. Mayo, and read out on the Radio
West programme suggested that there was another
station over in the North West, possibly called
Westward, operating on 828 or 819khz. A quick
call to Ballina, in Co. Mayo today revealed that
there i1s no such station, at least, heard there,
nor is there any stations on the air in Westport,
Castlebar, Ballina or even Sligo, despite rumblings
of something or other in the pipe-line. The only
station audible there with a reasonable signal,
is MID-WEST RADIO from Ballyhaunis, which
although not the most professional station ever
heard, does have a very loyal country following

it appears. Further South now and into Galway,

where according to the newspapers, WLS MUSIC
RADIO INTERNATIONAL has been served with
a permanent injunction and has closed down.
This is not so at all. The injunction, which stems
from some interference last year, was served
on WLS Air Marketing Services and WLS Music
Radio AM/FM. This organisation has ceased
trading and according to a hand-out from

September 1985, Goldstar Air Marketing Services

purchased some of the equipment from the other
ill-fated company and continue to operate a
commercial service to Galway and surrounds,
from premises at 24 Prospect Hill, Galway. A
number of staff from the former station were
re-employed on the new outfit. A tape recording
made on the day of this report, 1s at hand, and
we can confirm the station sounds very much
alive and well, Indeed. Steve Marshall 1s the
presenter. It appears that RTE bave dug up
this old skeleton because WLS have been increasing
FM stereo power recently and becoming a major
threat to their revenues In the County ‘area.
As regards the other station mentioned last week,
in Galway, EMERALD FM. This is coming from
the Rahoon district of the city, but not regularly,
and very weak too. They are non-commercial,
cater for a 13 - 18 age group and play a great
number of twelve inch singles. The studio 1s
in a private house and they say that they will
cease transmissions at the end of August(when
they go back to school, no doubt!). In nearby
Ballinasloe, reports of someone setting up a
new station abound, to be called Candy Radio(a
sweet music staticn?). On 1242khz., LAOIS
COMMUNITY RADIO put in a great signal here,
when local pirate, Radio Merseywaves is missing.

According to Radio West, the factory,
owned by the O'Connors and housing Radio ERI
transmitter and mast, went into liquidation,
forcing the radio station, also owned by the
O'Connors to seek a new site. This was found,
1t appears, but residents living nearby, were
far from happy about the interference they were
experiencing and were granted an injunction
by the court to silence the station for three
weeks. Now the story becomes vague....what
happened next?

LIMERICK. Several reports at hand, tell us that in and around
this city, CITY CENTRE RADIO, RADIO LUIMNI and
MUNSTER BROADCASTING CORPORATION, the Ilatter
on three FN frequencies, are all on air. Several rumours persist
and two of them mention a new station about to start in
Nenagh, Co. Tipperarv(a station called Radio Ormond was
the last one we heard from this town), and the return of the
famous Radio Big 'L' in Limerick.

BANDON, Co. CORK. WKLR, reported as possibly being
received in Dungannon recently, on 100.5mhz., has now Dbeen
received in Youghal, Co. Cork, actually on 100.5mhz.
YOUGHAL, Co. CORK. Correspondent Colum paid a visit
to the South Coast last week and visited COMMUNITY RADIO
YOUGHAL above the Clock Tower Pub in South Main Street.
He found the FM link transmitter situated at the studio site,
putting out a mere 4 watts on 99.2mhz., but linking to the
'bread and butter' AM transmitter up on the hill top, alongside
the town. This is a 500 watt, 1941 vintage, commercial rig,
operating on 250 watts, into an East/West inverted 'L' antenna.
The audio i1s compressed and filtered at this end, hence the
I'M does occasionally go over-mod. At 11.30 cach morning,
CRY announce....'You're tuned to Community Radio Youghal,
202m. medium wave, 1485khz., to Youghal town and surrounding
area. We are also on 99.2mhz. on the VII band, to Youghal
town only'. The station i1s actually on 1503khz. and not 1485Kkhz.
for this reason.....The station started on 4th June 1979 after
the RTE mobile community station had left the town. They
were on 1485khz. and CRY was formed to carry on where
RTE left off, with the same hours, 11.30 till 15.30 and 16.30
till 18.30. These hours were extended two vears ago, to fill
in the gap in the afternoon. CRY were initially on 1485khz.,
but when RTE returned from time to time to neighbouring
towns, on the same {requency, they were forced to move
and went on to 1512khz., moving back to 1485khz. when RTE
left the area. The station did at one stage at this time, have
a night-time spell of broadcasting which was often received
here 1n Blackpool, on 1512khz. Mid-night till 02.00 springs
back in mind. However, the station decided to move once
and for all, and went to 1503khz., 1512khz. being bad in Winter.
WKLR then appeared on this channel causing still more
problems, but they are now off the air, broken down, we
understand, but should thev return, CRY may have to consider
moving back to 1485khz. once again. The night-time broadcasts
have ceased now. The frequency change for night-time
broadcasting was carried out by crystal switching. The station's
studios may well have to move soon, as the pub, in which
they are situated, is up for sale. Thanks to Colum for gathering
that info from Noel, Barry, Brian and Eughe, and thanks to
them also.

A Radio Neptune was briefly heard in Youghal on

88.2mhz. recently.

DUNGARVAN. Dungarvan Community Radio, despite threats
of closing down, is apparently still on the air, on 99mhz.FNM.
